U.S. Army Corps of Engineers hosts public meeting on Toledo Harbor dredging


BUFFALO, N.Y.  – The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, Buffalo District, will host a public meeting Feb. 12 from 7-9 p.m. at the Lake Erie Center, 6200 Bayshore Road, Oregon, Ohio.  The Corps is formulating a Dredged Material Management Plan (DMMP) to address long-term dredged material disposal needs at Toledo Harbor.  The purpose of this meeting is to describe this process, request public feedback on alternatives under consideration and solicit potential new alternatives for further investigation.


“Our goal is to achieve balance between environmental and economic needs,” said Craig M. Forget, Project Manager.  “We know that there are many interests involved, and we want to ensure that our final plan takes all of their issues into consideration.  Public participation throughout this process is vital.”
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The meeting will include brief presentations on the Toledo Long Term Management Study, the DMMP process, and interactive poster and question-and-answer sessions.  Participating agencies include the Natural Resources Conservation Service and the Toledo-Lucas Port Authority.  Specific issues to be discussed include dredging and material disposal, confined disposal facility (CDF) management, sediment recycling and beneficial use, sediment load reduction, new CDF capacity expansion, and planned reutilization of Island 18.
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
