Current Status:
a.  The District is conducting oversight of sampling on the Hudson River which started in October 2002 and continued through the summer and fall of 2003, 2004, 2005 and will finish in 2006.

b.  The Ford Road Landfill site in Elyria, Ohio is being addressed by PRPs and the District conducted reviews of RI/FS workplans and oversaw the sampling field work in 2004.  The RI/FS report is complete and the Proposed Plan is being written by USEPA and reviewed by the District.

c.  The District oversaw the installation of a Soil Vapor Extraction Unit at the Jones Chemical Superfund site in Caledonia, New York in 2004.  We continue to monitor the functioning of the system and collect QA samples in 2005 and 2006.
