Current Condition:   The most serious concern in Cleveland Harbor is the lack of suitable dredged material disposal sites and the inability to meet the needs of navigation with regards to dredging.  Funding for interim disposal sites is inadequate to meet the timeline required.  Economic benefits generated by the harbor support an immediate Federal investment of up to $200 million dollars, however, constraints on both Federal and non-Federal funding present serious short and long term challenges.  Navigation structures such as the West Pier Head at the harbor entrance, the East and West Breakwaters and the piers comprising the Corps of Engineers Area Office are in need of repair.  The West Pier Head supports a U.S. Coast Guard (USCG) aid to navigation and a lighthouse which is listed on the National Register of Historic Places.   The pier at the Area Office serves the large marine equipment that is used to repair the Lower Great Lakes protective breakwater systems. The East and West Breakwaters provide significant protection against wave and ice action to public and commercial waterfront structures.   
Background:  Deep draft shipping channels and navigation structures provide a protective harbor for commercial navigation and extensive waterfront development.  Significant shoaling, particularly in the upper reaches of the river channel adjacent to the Mittal Steel docks warrant annual dredging in the spring and fall.  Dredged material is unsuitable for open lake placement and must be deposited in a confined disposal facility.  The 5.5 mile protective breakwater system is over seventy five years old and has several areas that are in serious disrepair.
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Purpose:  Cleveland Harbor serves a number of businesses dependent upon domestic and international waterborne transportation.  Major commercial interests include Mittal Steel, Essroc, Cargill Incorporated, Federal Marine Terminals, Kenmore Construction, and Oglebay Norton.  Other interests include the Port of Cleveland, U.S. Coast Guard and numerous recreational marinas.  Cleveland Browns Stadium, the Great Lakes Science Center, the Rock-n-Roll Hall of Fame as well as the Corps of Engineers area office are protected by breakwater system.  

Significance:  Mittal Steel’s facility is near capacity, using about 13,750 tons of raw materials a day to make about 8,500 tons of steel.  In 2004, the company imported 3.5 million tons of iron ore, which equates to 195 vessels coming up the Cuyahoga River to its plant.  In addition to iron ore, Mittal receives 250,000 tons of limestone from MI and 60,000 tons of coke from its ovens in Burns Harbor, IN.  At 11.8M tons, Cleveland was a leading U.S. port in 2005.  The table below summarizes revenue, jobs, and personal income directly attributed to tonnage moving through the harbor.  It does not include secondary benefits associated with businesses that use materials received at the port.
