Continuing Authorities Program – Section 111 Flood and coastal storm damage reduction
Location 
· Vermilion Harbor is in Erie County on the south shore of Lake Erie approximately 36 miles west of the City of Cleveland, OH.
Project Description 
· The Vermilion Harbor navigation structures have blocked the natural littoral movement of sand which has caused increased erosion to downdrift property owners.
· Increased erosion has been ongoing and has impacted the Vermilion and Lagoon beaches blocked by sand accretion which is also blocking the littoral process.
· A Section 111 feasibility study would determine if the navigation structures have contributed to shoreline damage which has been caused by a navigation structure.
Importance  
· The navigation structures are causing erosion to down drift landowners.
Consequences      

· If no project is implemented, the city of Vermilion will be faced with eroded shorelines. 

Project Capabilities  

· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal.
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal.
