FACT SHEET
Title/Name:  Toledo Harbor, OH - Dredged Material Management Plan (DMMP)
Location:  The DMMP project is located at Toledo Harbor.

Project Description:  The project consists of a 27-foot deep, 18-mile long lake navigation channel, and a 7-mile long river navigation channel.  The DMMP project includes the development of mutually acceptable short term capacity solutions and a long-term plan.  Plans will address beneficial use of dredged material, source reduction of the load of sediment entering the harbor, and the issue of sediment quality and water quality.  

Appropriation Category:  Operations and Maintenance (O&M)
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Total Estimated Cost:  The total cost of the DMMP is estimated to be $1.0 million.  

Project sponsor/Customer:  The project sponsor is the Toledo-Lucas County Port Authority.  Customers include the cities of Toledo and Oregon, OH.

Current Status:  Completed a final Preliminary Assessment (PA) that shows the Corps has capacity to place dredged material not suitable for placement in the open lake into existing Confined Disposal Facilities (CDF) through 2026. Remaining capacity will be monitored annually, and a revised Preliminary Assessment is tentatively scheduled for 2016. Analyses of sediment sampling results in 2007 indicate that all of the material except for River Mile 2 is suitable for placement in the open lake, extending the life of the current CDF. Beneficial use of all dredged sediments continues to be pursued under existing Corp Authorities (Section 204 of Water Resources Development Act of 1992) and through various local initiatives.  A significant Beneficial Use alternative involves habitat islands to create coastal wetlands to diversify and enhance bird and fish habitat in Maumee Bay.
