Location
· City of Lockport, Niagara County, NY
Project Description
· The Corps of Engineers issued a Preliminary Assessment/Site Investigation report in April 2001 that identified radiological contamination that was associated with Atomic Energy Commission (AEC) activities from 1948 to 1955 which involved rolling mill operations on over 35 million pounds of radioactive uranium and thorium metals at the former Guterl Specialty Steel site, Lockport, New York.  Radiological releases from the site may pose a significant threat to human health or the environment. 
· A Remedial Investigation is underway that will determine the nature and extent of radiological contamination on over 70 acres.  
Importance 

· Actual or threatened releases of hazardous substances from this site, if not addressed, may present an endangerment to public health, welfare, or the environment in the future.

Consequences 
· Potential for long term adverse human health effects.

· Potential for radiological contamination to impact surface water (including Eighteenmile Creek and the Erie Canal) and groundwater.

· Adverse political reactions by Federal, State, and local representatives.

· Adverse public reaction.

· Loss of economically viable property.
