HARSHAW CHEMICAL – CLEVELAND, OH
Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Plan (FUSRAP)
Location  
· 1000 Harvard Ave, approximately 3 miles south of downtown Cleveland, adjacent to the Cuyahoga River and Big Creek.
Project Description  
· From 1944 to 1959, the Harshaw Chemical Company processed various forms of uranium under contract to the Manhattan Engineer District.
Importance  
· Building G-1 poses a threat of collapse and could release low-level radiological contamination if not properly deconstructed.
· As is, the site does not pose an immediate threat to human health, however, long term risks exist for current land use
· The objective of FUSRAP is to remediate sites to a risk level commensurate with projected future use of the site.
Consequences  

· Potential for long term adverse human health effects.

· Contamination currently on site could migrate off site and impact additional human and animal populations.

· Existing community master plans will not be realized until the site is remediated to an acceptable level for recreational and industrial/commercial purposes.

Project Capabilities  

· In FY 2009, the PP/ROD should recommend No Further Action to release I A # 06.  In FY 2009, initiate Feasibility Phase.  Conduct planning and cost estimation for interim removal actions at Building G1.
