LUCKEY SITE – LUCKEY, OH
Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)
Location  
· The village of Luckey, OH is located 22 miles southeast of Toledo.
Project Description  
· The Luckey Site is a privately owned 40-acre site contaminated with radiological and chemical waste.  The primary radiological contaminants at the site include radium, uranium, and thorium.  The primary chemical contaminants at the site are beryllium and lead.  

· In 1949, the Atomic Energy Commission constructed a beryllium production facility at the site.  The waste solutions and sludge from the beryllium production operations were stored on the plant property in lagoons.  Waste solutions were also discharged into Toussaint Creek.  In 1958, beryllium production operations ceased. In 1951. and 1952, the site operator procured 1,000 tons of radiologically contaminated scrap steel from the Lake Ontario Storage Area, for use in potential magnesium production at the site. Historical record indicates that the scrap steel shipped to the site is the likely source of the radiological contamination.
Importance  
· For the current land use, the risk to human health is below the risk limits established by the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA).  
· However, for the projected future site use, risks to human health exceed the USEPA risk limits, and require remedial action.
Consequences  

· Potential for long-term adverse human health effects.

· Adverse political reactions by Federal, State, and local representatives.

· Adverse public reaction
· Future site use will be limited due to the presence of FUSRAP contamination.

Project Capabilities   
· If funding were available in the Program, Remedial Action could commence as early as FY10.  However, as the FUSRAP Program goal is to complete sites already in remediation, this project is likely to begin in FY11.

Current Status 
· The Corps has been working at the site in accordance with the phased process required in the Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act (CERCLA).  
· The ROD for the Soils Operable Unit was signed in July 2006. The selected remedy for site soils includes excavation and offsite disposal of contaminated soil. 
· Soils remediation will commence when funding is available.
· A separate ROD for site groundwater was completed in February 2008. The selected remedy for site groundwater includes land use controls for groundwater, natural attenuation and long-term monitoring.
