PAINESVILLE SITE – PAINESVILLE, OH
Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)
Location  
· 720 Fairport-Nursery Road, in the township of Painesville, OH.
Project Description  
· The Painesville site was designated into FUSRAP by the Department of Energy in 1992. 
· Soils at the Painesville site are contaminated with radium, thorium, and uranium as a result of activities associated with the Nation's early atomic energy program. 
· Between 1951 and 1953, the Diamond Magnesium Company, which operated a magnesium production facility on the site, received approximately 1,650 tons of radiologically contaminated scrap steel from the Lake Ontario Storage Area, to be used in their production process. 
Importance  
· For the current and projected future land uses, risks to human health exceed the risk limits established in the National Oil and Hazardous Substances Pollution Contingency Plan (NCP), and require remedial action.   
Consequences  
· Potential for long term adverse human health effects.

· Adverse political reactions by Federal, State, and local representatives.

· Adverse public reaction.

· Loss of economically viable property.

· Approximately 9,400 cubic yards (cy) of contaminated soil were excavated and disposed of offsite in 2007 and 2008.

Issues
· State of Ohio does not agree with the cleanup levels identified in the Record of Decision, but will withhold judgment pending final results after cleanup is completed.
