SUPERIOR STEEL – SCOTT TOWNSHIP, PA
Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)
Location  
· The project site is located on Gregg Street, Scott Township, Allegheny County, PA.
Project Description  
· The Former Superior Steel site was designated eligible for inclusion in FUSRAP by the Department of Energy in 2006.  

· Five interconnected warehouse buildings (designated as Building 23) with uranium-contaminated building surfaces and approximately 12 cubic yards of investigation-derived waste (IDW).  

· Currently owned by Superbolt, Inc., it was used under contract with the AEC from 1952 to 1957 for the handling and milling of uranium metal.  

· Licensed by the AEC in 1956 to “…receive possession of and/or title to unlimited quantities of thorium metal for rolling and cutting;” this license expired in 1958.
Importance  
· Actual or threatened releases of hazardous substances from this site, if not addressed, may present an endangerment to public health, welfare, or the environment in the future.

Consequences  

· Potential for long term adverse human health effects.

· Adverse political reactions by Federal, State, and local representatives.

· Adverse public reaction.

· Future site use may be limited due to the presence of contamination.
