General Investigations

Location 
· The cities of Hudson, Munroe Falls and Cuyahoga Falls as well as the village of Silver Lake, OH within the limits of Summit County.  
Project Description  
· A reconnaissance study will be performed to evaluate whether the recommendations contained in the Second Interim Preliminary Feasibility Report on the Cuyahoga River Flood Control Study and other related documents are valid and to determine if a Federal interest still exists. 
· Focus areas include water quality, environmental restoration and protection, recreation, flood damage reduction and other related purposes.
Importance  
· The reconnaissance study will verify if the previous recommendations are still valid and to determine if a Federal interest exists in pursuing additional work.
· Non-Federal sponsors will also be identified as part of the study.

Consequences  
· Without this study, the communities will continue to be plagued with water resource issues.
Project Capabilities  
· Reconnaissance study is $100k (100% Federal)
· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
