· Sheldon Marsh is one of two Great Lakes sites. 
· One of three remaining natural coastal wetlands in OH. 

· Several state and Federal endangered species, including the tiger beetle, the piping plover, the small-flowered evening primrose, and Engelman’s spike-rush, live in the study area. 

· U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service has identified Sheldon’s Marsh as a site for the Piping Plover recovery program.
· Preserve is currently protected by a rapidly eroding portion of the barrier beach.
Importance  
· Demonstration Program to evaluate innovative coastal stabilization solutions along Great Lakes and Oceans
· One of only three Coastal wetlands in Ohio
Consequences  
· Without funding, innovative coastal solutions will not be implemented. 
· If a breach occurs, the environmental dynamics of the marsh will be lost and the landscape permanently altered.
