Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Location  
· Along the Cuyahoga River, adjacent to Bath Road in the city of Akron, Summit County, OH, near the river’s confluence with Yellow Creek
Project Description  
· Erosion affects 750 feet of the Cuyahoga River adjacent to bath Road.

· Requires the construction of stabilization measures along the eroded portion of the Cuyahoga River.
Importance  
· Bath Road is a major east/west arterial just north of the city of Akron, Ohio.
Consequences  

· Bath Road has a high probability of failing if the eroding bank is neglected, thus impacting traffic flow and posing a risk to human health and safety.
Project Capabilities
· Project is in final stages of preparation of plans and specifications.  

· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal.
· Design and Implementation is cost-share 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal
