Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Location  
· The project site is located along East Valley Creek in the village of Andover, Allegany County, New York approximately 105 miles south east of the city of Buffalo.

Project Description
· The village of Andover, NY is a historic town with structures dating to the early 1800’s. Bank erosion of East Valley Creek has contributed to flooding in Andover. This has been a problem for many years and twenty-two structures including a school have been directly affected by flooding of the creek. 
· The study would investigate alternatives for stream bank stabilization that will in turn reduce the potential for flood damages at the site.

Importance 
· Andover is a historic town with structures dating to the early 1800’s.
Consequence
· Continued erosion and lack of stream bank stabilization will eventually lead to breaching and increased flooding that would directly threaten nearby structures.

· Village of Andover, New York received a naming in WRDA 2007.
· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal
