Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)
Location  
· On the south shore of Lake Erie, in Lake County, OH, approximately two miles east of Fairport Harbor and 25 miles west of Ashtabula, OH

Project Description  
· Severe erosion along Lake Erie threatens the Lake County Raw Water Pump Station in Painesville, OH
· Design alternatives: a 1,200-foot long stone revetment extending west and east from an old intake structure and a 600 foot long stone revetment extending east from the old intake structure.
· Recommended plan is the 600 foot revetment
Importance  
· The pump station is an integral part of the Lake County’s infrastructure

Consequences
· If the project is not constructed, the pump station will fail and limit services to the public 

Project Capabilities  
· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal.
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal.
