Location  
· Onondaga Creek within the City of Syracuse, Onondaga County, NY  

Project Description  
· Three targeted Areas of Concern include creek reaches between the Onondaga Nation Territory (Town of Nedrow) and Onondaga Lake, including the Syracuse Inner Harbor and Onondaga Lake Inlet/NYS Barge Canal
· Project is in its initial stages; no defined project plan has been developed to date
· Each targeted area consists of approximately 5 acres
Importance 
· Aquatic and terrestrial habitat quality are severely impaired due to decades of pollution, re-alignment, and neglect

· Restoration is vital to improving habitat quality and will contribute to the restoration of Onondaga Lake, another severely impaired water resource that is on EPA’s National Priority List (NPL).
Consequences  
· Without restoration of portions of Onondaga Creek, no habitat improvements will be realized, and water and habitat quality will further deteriorate.
Project Capabilities 
· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
· Design and Implementation is cost-share 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal
