Location  
· In the village of Gowanda, Erie County, NY approximately 29 miles south of the City of Buffalo, NY. 

Project Description  
· A Flood Damage Reduction study will identify measures to reduce the impacts of future flood events.

· The initial phase of the feasibility study will determine the Federal Interest.  

· Subsequent to determination of Federal Interest, further study will formulate and evaluate measures to reduce impacts of flooding.

Importance  
· Continual overbank flooding of Thatcher Brook causes damages to over 70 homes in Gowanda. 

· Severe flooding in June of 1998 and subsequent years precipitated a Flood Damage Reduction study request. 

Consequences 
· If a Flood Damage Reduction study is not pursued, Gowanda will continue to incur financial damages related to flood events.

· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal
