TONAWANDA CREEK, RIDDLE ROAD, NIAGARA COUNTY – NY
Emergency Streambank Erosion Protection for Public Facilities
Section 14 of the 1946 Flood Control Act (P.L. 79-526), as amended

Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Location  
· Along Tonawanda Creek at the intersection of Riddle Road and Tonawanda Creek Road North, approximately 25 miles north of the City of Buffalo, NY.
Project Description
· Slope instability is a common problem in the Tonawanda Creek watershed. The close proximity of Tonawanda Creek to Tonawanda Creek Road has put the roadway in danger of collapsing. Signs of stress along the bank indicate the potential for stream bank failure. 
· Poor bank material, combined with the soft clay layer at the base of the slope, compounds the instability of the bank. 
· An 1100’ length of streambank adjacent to Tonawanda Creek is sloughing into the creek at a rate of two feet per year; based on historical records. Historical records indicate an erosion rate of 
approximately two feet per year at this location.
Importance 
· Tonawanda Creek Road is a major roadway in Niagara County. Protection of the Tonawanda Creek streambank would allow traffic to continue to flow through Riddle Road and nearby intersections. 
Consequence
· The bank of Tonawanda Creek continues to slip causing further damage to the highly traveled Tonawanda Creek Road. If this situation is not addressed, it will become necessary to shut down a portion of this road and redirect traffic; which will result in certain financial and safety impacts to the local residents and businesses in the area.
Project Capabilities  
· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal.
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal.
