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Inspection of Completed Works, New York, Ohio & Pennsylvania
Project Features
· The Inspection of Completed Works (ICW) Program is the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers' program that provides for inspection of flood control projects, the rehabilitation of damaged flood control projects, and federally authorized and constructed hurricane or shore protection projects.  
· The primary purposes of the inspection program are preventing loss of life and catastrophic damages to public and private property, preserving the value of the Federal investment, and encouraging sponsors to bear the responsibility for maintaining the structures. Inspection documentation is used to determine eligibility for restoration of storm or flood-damaged ICW Program projects under PL 84-99.  
· All Buffalo District ICW Program projects have been federally constructed and, are operated and maintained by Local sponsors. By NYS law, the local sponsor for New York flood control projects is the NYS Department of Environmental Conservation (DEC). Both Ohio and Pennsylvania projects are sponsored by local governmental entities. 
· Project sponsors are responsible for operating and maintaining projects in accordance with Project Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Manuals, Local Cooperation Agreements (LCAs), and all other agreements based on Section 221 of the Flood Control Act of 1970 – Public Law (PL) 91-611.
Project Needs 

· Funding for FY09 is adequate to perform field inspections, investigations and project evaluations to determine proper operations and maintenance of ICW program projects. 
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· FY09 funding is not adequate to provide potential levee certification assistance to local sponsors. No certifications have been requested to date. 
Consequences of Not Maintaining the Project

· The primary purpose of the ICW program is to ensure that flood damage reduction and shore protection projects continue to provide reliable protection so that people’s lives, communities and improved property are protected from floods. 
· Significant loss of life and property may result if there is a failure in any ICW Program project.
· Failure to provide proper operations and maintenance greatly increases the risk of failure.
Project Importance
· Management of the ICW Program requires promoting a heightened awareness of risks faced to the public by living in areas protected by flood damage reduction and shore protection structures. 
· The program encourages proper operations and maintenance by the local sponsors and provides a mechanism for comprehensive inspection and evaluation of project conditions.
