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Title/Name:  Great Lakes Sediment Marketing Analysis
Location:  Great Lakes States: WI, MI, OH, IN, PA, NY
Project Description:  This project integrates data on sources of dredged sediment, demands for sediment, and impacts on commerce and the environment into a decision making tool to help promote beneficial uses of dredged sediment and improve harbor conditions throughout the region.  Users of this information will vary depending on the characteristics of the dredged sediment, but would include selected federal, state and local agencies and private contractors. On the Great Lakes, there are three general categories describing dredged sediment; sediment suitable for beach placement, contaminated sediment, and non-contaminated sediment not suitable for beach placement.  Many dredging operations involve non-contaminated sediments, which are typically removed from the system requiring disposal in a Confined Disposal Facility (CDF) or placed in the open lakes without considering beneficial use alternatives.  For some dredge projects, disposal issues can be problematic resulting in delays or even cancellation of dredging at harbors.  
Project Authority: Operations and Maintenance (O&M), Regional Sediment Management, Section 516, WRDA 1996
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Total Estimated Cost:  The total cost of the project is estimated to be $422.5 million.  $300K for FY07 activities, and $122.5K for FY08 activities. 
Project sponsor/Customer:  The project sponsor is the Toledo-Lucas County Port Authority.  Customers include the cities of Toledo and Oregon, OH.

In FY08, information concerning the quantity, quality, cost, and availability of dredged material for use throughout the great lakes.
