Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Location  
· The village of Grand Rapids is located 24 miles upstream of Toledo on the south bank of the Maumee River in Wood County. 
Project Description 
· Flood risk management for the village of Grand Rapids has not been addressed since a Flood Plain Information Report in 1970.

· The report indicated that the village experienced the largest flooding event in 1913.  Additional events occurred in 1943, 1950, and 1959. 

· The report indicated the primary cause of flooding was caused by low head dams and islands located within the village, especially ice jam flooding.

· Since the 1970 report, significant changes have occurred, and reevaluation of flood risk management as part of a comprehensive overview of the Maumee Watershed is appropriate.  

Importance  
· A flood damage reduction study will identify measures to reduce the impacts of flooding

Consequences  
· If a flood risk management study is not pursued, the village of Grand Rapids will continue to incur damages related to flood events

Project Capabilities  
· Construction in excess of $100k is cost-shared at 50% Federal/50% non-Federal
