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Cuyahoga River Bulkhead Study, Cleveland, OH

General Investigations

Location   
· The study area encompasses the Federal navigation channels along the lower Cuyahoga River, Cleveland, OH.
Project Description 
· Section 534 of the Water Resources Development Act of 2000 (WRDA 2000) directed the Corps to provide technical assistance to non-Federal interests to evaluate the structural integrity of the bulkhead system along the Cuyahoga River including design, plans and specifications and cost estimates for repair.  
· In FY 2005, $79,000 was appropriated of the $500,000 specifically authorized for this project.  The Corps and the U.S. Coast Guard partnered to develop a Cuyahoga Riverbank Failure Contingency Plan (CP).  
· In FY2008, $295,000 was appropriated and is being used to produce a Technical Report of conceptual design solutions and cost estimates for bulkhead and slope instability problems at the Riverbed Street site.  The 2005 Contingency Plan was also tested with a Table Top Exercise held in August 2008 with the UG Coast Guard, City of Cleveland, Northeast Ohio Regional Sewer District, Cuyahoga County and other stakeholders.

Importance  
· The bulkhead system along the Cuyahoga River is in need of repair and currently represents a safety hazard.

Consequences  
· Without Federal assistance it is unlikely that non-Federal interests would have the technical capability required to address bulkhead issues on the Cuyahoga River.
Project Capabilities  
· $126k could be used in FY09 to provide site specific assistance.
