General Investigations
Location  
· Within the town of Geneva, Ashtabula County, OH along the Grand River 
Project Description
· The dam was constructed to provide the water supply to the city of Geneva, OH.
· PAS study would evaluate the structural integrity of the dam and provide an alternative use analysis which would recommend the most beneficial use of the dam.
Importance  
· A structural analysis is needed to determine the condition of the dam.
· A PAS study would provide an evaluation report which the non-Federal sponsor could use as a decision document to determine the most optimum use of the dam.
· The dam provides a natural sea lamprey barrier, which is considered to be an invasive species.
Consequences  

· The structural integrity of the dam is unknown as construction documents are not available. In addition, there are no known inspection reports on the dam.
· If there is a dam break, down stream impacts to the downstream property owners would be widespread.
Project Capabilities  

· Coordination is 100% Federally Funded
· Study is cost shared on a 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal basis
