CONNEAUT HARBOR – OH 
Project Modifications for Improvement of the Environment
Section 1135 of the Water Resources Development Act of 1986, as amended
Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)
Location  
· In the city of Conneaut, Ashtabula County, OH, approximately 68 miles east of Cleveland, OH.
Project Description 
· Accretion of sand has caused environmental degradation of an area which once provided habitat and spawning areas for a variety of native fish.
· A Preliminary Restoration Plan (PRP) recommended the removal of sand from the western portion of Conneaut Harbor where the western navigation structures have restricted the natural sand littoral movement process.
· One measure includes removing approximately 350,000 cubic yards (CY) of material from the western area and transporting the material to the east side of Conneaut where it would be deposited in the littoral zone. 
Importance   
· Project has the potential to provide environmental benefits to OH and PA, including an island for birds that would be created in the western portion of Conneaut Harbor.

Consequences   
· Without implementing a restoration project, the area will continue to accrete sand, which further limits aquatic habitat.

Project Capabilities  

· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
· Design and Implementation is cost-share 75% Federal and 25% non-Federal.
