Location: 
The site is located adjacent to the Federal project channel in the Maumee River at 2221 Front Street, Toledo, Lucas County, Ohio.

Project Description: The stated purpose of the project is to provide facilities for self-unloading lake carriers.  The existing facility is limited to the accommodation of lake barges.  Work will occur over a 2.85 acre area and will include the excavation of 1,110 cubic yards (CY) of river bottom material and the placement of approximately 940 cy of fill material below ordinary high water 573.4’ (ILGD 1985) in the Maumee River.  

Appropriation Category:  Regulatory

Authority:  Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899 and Section 404 of the Clean Water Act.
Current Status:  On May 15, 2007, the applicant submitted a request to modify the LOP issued to them in January, 2007, which authorized the mechanically dredging of approximately 5,400 CY of sediment material from the Maumee River.  After speaking to Mr. Schultz, it was discovered that the plan sheets and project description submitted with the May 15 request were incorrect. Mr. Schultz was advised that it might not be possible to modify the LOP because the scope of work had increased substantially due to the proposed new structures and fill.  Additionally, the dredging of 70,000 CY of material by the Toledo-Lucas Port Authority under a separate permit was linked to the proposed work by Kraft Foods. LRB staff indicated that the work would require evaluation as a standard permit with a public interest review.  An amended permit application was requested with the corrected information.  After numerous communications, the project was advertised on August 17, 2007.  In September, Bowser-Morner contended that all work could be conducted under nationwide permit (NWP) authorization and they proposed different scenarios to avoid the need for a 401 water quality certification (WQC) from OEPA.  They were advised that this was not the case.  The Ohio SHPO then commented that the area may be a candidate for listing on the National Register of Historic Places.  The applicant conducted a formal investigation and submitted their results on November 16, 2007.  As of this date, WQC has not been issued. An EA and decision document is being prepared.
