Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)
Location  
· Brightwood Lake is located in Concord Township, OH, a suburb of Cleveland, on Kellogg Creek.  

Project Description 
· The Section 206 study would determine if an aquatic ecosystem restoration project for Brightwood Lake is economically justified, environmentally acceptable and engineeringly sound.
· The study would also determine the ability and willingness of non-Federal interests to pay their 35% of project construction costs and assumption of project maintenance which would be at 100% non-Federal cost.

Importance 
· No Corps of Engineers Project currently exists at Brightwood Lake.  Brightwood Lake approximately 20 acres in size with a maximum depth of 16 feet is subject to severe sediment deposition.
· Silting of 150,000 cubic yards has resulted in depths less than two feet in many areas of the lake.
· Sedimentation has impaired Brightwood Lake aquatic habitat and threatens adjoining tributaries (the Grand River).
Consequences  
· Without a significant effort to restore portions of Brightwood Lake, water and habitat quality will further deteriorate

Project Capabilities 
· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal
