· During the last major storm in 2004, traffic was impacted along Route 5; a major traffic connector between the southern communities and city of Buffalo.
Importance  
· Flood and coastal storm damage reduction study will determine if Federal interest exists in providing a flood damage reduction project at Big Sister Creek.
Consequences  

· If a flood and coastal storm damage reduction study is not pursued, the town of Evans will continue to incur damages related to ice jam flood events.
