Authority:
Section 401(a), Water Resources Development Act of 1990, as amended

Purpose:
Provide technical support to States and local organizations in the development and implementation of Remedial Action Plans (RAPs) at Great Lakes Areas of Concern (AOCs).  

Cost sharing:
The non-Federal share for RAP support is 35%, either as cash or through in-kind services

Funding:
The RAP program has been funded through Congressional Adds every year since 1995, with annual Appropriations up to $2 million.   The Fiscal Year (FY) 2006 Appropriation for this program is only $60,000.    

Accomplishments (FY95-05):  The Corps has provided technical support to state and local agencies for Remedial Action Plans at seventeen of the 31 U.S. Areas of Concern. This program has worked in partnership with EPA’s Legacy Act RAP program, providing the planning and design support for contaminated sediment cleanup projects.  The Black Lagoon project (Detroit River) constructed under the EPA’s Legacy Act was planned and designed with support from this program, as were other projects that have been proposed for Legacy Act funding.  

RAP program technical support has also included efforts to control pollution sources and monitor recovery of completed actions.  A stream restoration project designed under this program and constructed with state and local funding on Eighteenmile Creek, New York was recognized with several environmental awards.

A summary of RAP support provided to date, and levels of Federal funding for this support are summarized on the table on back.

Status:   Over a dozen States and local organizations have requested additional technical assistance, totaling more than $4 million, for their RAPs through this program.  In FY06, available funds will be used to continue support to just one RAP.
