Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Location  
· The city of Napoleon is located 35 miles upstream of Toledo and 15 miles downstream of Defiance. The city of Napoleon is located in Henry County. 
Project Description 
· Flood risk management for the city of Napoleon has not been addressed since a Flood Plain Information Report in 1970.

· The report indicated that the city was flooded in 1913 and 1943.  Stream Gage Records from Defiance indicate flooding events in 1982, 1985, 1991, and 2004 as well. 

· The plan of improvement involved a system of levees on bout the right and left banks of the Maumee River.

· Since the 1970 report, significant changes have occurred, and reevaluation of flood risk management as part of a comprehensive overview of the Maumee Watershed is appropriate.  

Importance  
· A flood damage reduction study will identify measures to reduce the impacts of flooding

Consequences  
· If a flood risk management study is not pursued, the city of Napoleon will continue to incur damages related to flood events
Project Capabilities  
· Construction in excess of $100k is cost-shared at 50% Federal/50% non-Federal
