Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)
Location  
· On the southern shore of Lake Erie in the city of Erie, PA, at the northeast end of the Presque Isle State park peninsula
Project Description  
· Project is required to minimize erosion within the project area and to promote continued growth of Gull Point
· Since completion of the Federal breakwater project immediately west of Gull Point, the growth rate has averaged 0.23 acres per year which is less than the predicted .4 acres per year.

· Proposed project would promote growth of Gull Point and would also prevent further endangerment or harm to the fragile ecosystem   
Importance  
· Home to several endangered species

· Provides secluded breeding, nesting, and resting habitat for the Piping Plover, an endangered shorebird on the Great Lakes

· Represents one of the best examples of undisturbed ecological succession in the U.S.
Consequences  

· Without accelerated sand nourishment of Presque Isle Peninsula, project area will eventually be starved of a sand source and be eroded by Lake Erie storms
· Loss of Gull Point would severely diminish the natural and ecological value of the park
· Loss of Gull Point would inhibit efforts to restore populations of the Piping Plover, a Federally endangered species

· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 75% Federal and 25% non-Federal
