Location

Project Description
· An area of shoreline along Keuka Lake in Depot Park has experienced significant erosion. The study would investigate alternatives for erosion control structures at the site.

Importance 
· Depot Park is the location of many passive recreation activities for local citizens and the visiting public. Depot Park is home of the old railroad depot and host of the annual antique boat show.

Consequence
· Continued erosion and lack of an erosion protection project would eventually minimize the area available for recreation purposes and could encroach upon historic landmarks in Depot Park.
Project Capabilities  
· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal.
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal.
