Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)

Location  
· East end of Oneida Lake in Onondaga County; northeast of the City of Syracuse. 
Project Description  
· The navigation pier at Sylvan Beach constructed in 1907 has deteriorated to the point where waves overtop the pier.

· The pier, which was constructed in 1907, served as a navigation aid for vessels using the Barge Canal and to prevent the movement of sediment.

· The Feasibility Study evaluated an array of measures which addressed shoreline protection.

· The recommended Federal plan called for a sheet pile containment structure with H-piles and a concrete cap.

Importance  
· The navigation pier served not only as a guide for vessels accessing the NYS Barge Canal, but provided a means to prevent sediment migration and served as a measure of shoreline protection for the adjacent shoreline.
Consequences 
· Oneida Lake is a highly valued Regional resource and part of the NYS Barge Canal system, important for navigation, recreation and tourism.

· Without implementing this project, the navigation pier will continue to deteriorate thus making it unreliable for the purpose of shoreline protection. 
· The deteriorated condition of the pier creates a risk to the public.

Project Capabilities  

· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal

· Once the Feasibility Study is updated, and the NYS Canal Corporation is in a position to provide the necessary study funds, the study will proceed to the Design and Implementation phase. 
Issues 
· The non-Federal sponsor has not provided a letter of intent which indicates public support and the ability to provide the necessary cost share funds.
· The project costs exceed the project limit under the Section 103 authority. The non-Federal sponsor would be required to provide the additional costs for construction.
