SHALLOW LAND DISPOSAL AREA (SLDA), PARKS TOWNSHIP, PA
Formerly Utilized Sites Remedial Action Program (FUSRAP)
Location  
· The site is located approximately 23 miles east-northeast of the city of Pittsburgh in Parks Township, Armstrong Count, PA
Project Description  
· Public Law 107-117, Section 8143, directs the U. S. Army Corps of Engineers (USACE) to clean up radioactive waste at the SLDA site, consistent with the Memorandum of Understanding between the United States Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC) and USACE dated July 5, 2001 for the coordination of cleanup and decommissioning of FUSRAP sites with NRC-Licensed Facilities and in accordance with Section 611 of P.L. 106-60.  
· SLDA is a 44-acre site. The site includes ten trenches containing contaminated waste and soil.  The estimated quantity of contaminated waste in the trenches is 24,000 cubic yards.  Uranium and thorium contaminated wastes consisting of process wastes; equipment, scrap, and trash from the nearby Apollo nuclear fuel fabrication facility were disposed of in the SLDA trenches between 1961 and 1970.
· Nuclear Materials and Equipment Corporation (predecessor of current owner BWX Technologies) previously conducted the disposals according to Atomic Energy Commission (AEC) regulations.  The NRC license requires BWXT to properly maintain the site to ensure the protection of workers and the public. 
Importance  
· Actual or threatened releases of hazardous substances from this site, if not addressed, may present an endangerment to public health, welfare, or the environment in the future.

Consequences  
· Potential for long term adverse human health effects.

· Adverse political reactions by Federal, State, and local representatives.

· Adverse public reaction.

· Future site use may be limited due to the presence of contamination.
Project Capabilities  
· Project has a FY09 capability of $12M to initiate Remedial Action.  The additional $8M above the FY09 Budget amount will remove and dispose 7,000 tons of contaminated materials.
