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EUCLID CREEK ESTUARY RESTORATION PROJECT, CLEVELAND, OH
Authorized by the Estuary Restoration Act of 2000 (P.L. 106-457)  

Construction General (CG)
Location  
· Euclid Creek is located on the southern shore of Lake Erie in the city of Cleveland, Ohio.  The project site consists of the last 1.5 miles of the stream as it enters Lake Erie at the Euclid Creek Estuary.
Project Description  
· The proposed Euclid Creek Estuary restoration project would develop and restore the degraded ecosystem structure and habitat to approximately five acres of estuary wetland habitat at the mouth of Euclid Creek within Wildwood State Park.  In doing so, the project would re-establish the migration and spawning of freshwater coastal species and the plant habitat typically found in a freshwater estuary system.  By restoring native vegetation at the estuary, the project will increase the habitat available for a number of migratory bird species.  
Importance
· The Lower Euclid Creek formerly served as part of the Lake Erie marshes that created a rim around the Lake Erie basin.  Over the past 100 years, urban development and human settlement has resulted in the removal of wetlands in both the estuary and in upland areas. As a result of these habitat losses, the number and diversity of fish species within the watershed is extremely limited.  Additionally, the estuary now lacks the necessary habitat for many migratory bird species and many invasive plant species have taken the place of native vegetation.  
Consequence
· Without the estuary restoration project, the degraded habitat conditions currently present at the lower Euclid Creek will continue into the future.  As a result, the number and diversity of fish and migratory bird species will continue to be diminished and invasive plant species will continue to be prevalent.      
Project Capabilities
· Total project cost is estimated to be $820,000, with the Federal costs anticipated to be $533,000 (65%) and the non-Federal share $287,000 (35%).

Current Status
· The Estuary Restoration Program is a new program within the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  In June of 2007 the Corps of Engineers met with the Cuyahoga County Soil and Water Conservation district for an on-site meeting and site visit.  The Cuyahoga County Soil and Water Conservation District has developed a plan for the restoration of the Euclid Creek Estuary which has been approved by the Assistant Secretary of the Army.  As result, it is only necessary for the Corps to ensure the technical viability of the project and to ensure all environmental compliance before entering into a Project Cooperation Agreement (PCA) with the non-Federal sponsor.
