· The goal of the study would to be identify future erosive areas of Cattaraugus Creek to assist the town in formulating future planning and zoning codes

· Study request made in response to a home which was on the verge of collapsing into Cattaraugus Creek
Consequences  

· Without this report, the town of Yorkshire will not have a report which can be used as a planning tool to enact future zoning and planning codes.
