General Investigations
Location  
· Town of Clarence, a major northeastern suburb located approximately 20 miles NE of the city of Buffalo.
Project Description  
· Study would evaluate lacustrine soils, groundwater and surface water resources to compare the effects on the residential foundations
· A soil stability analysis was completed for the town of Amherst in 2005 under the PAS authority.  
Importance  
· A PAS study would provide an evaluation report which the town could use as a future planning tool for future development of the town   
Consequences  

· Without this planning report, the town will not have the benefit of a technical assistance report.

· The town of Clarence may have future development plans in areas where the soils and water conditions have not been fully explored.

· Without this study, the town will not be able to revise building codes which address the soil and water conditions.

· Coordination is 100% Federally Funded
· Study is cost shared on a 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal basis
