Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)
Location  
· In Cuyahoga County approximately 11 miles southwest of the city of Cleveland, OH.  

Project Description 
· The initial phase of the feasibility study will determine the Federal interest.  

· Subsequent to determination of Federal interest, further study will formulate and evaluate measures to reduce impacts of flooding.

· A flood damage reduction study will identify measures to reduce the impacts of future flood events.

Importance  
· Continual overbank flooding of the Cuyahoga River plaques residences and businesses within the city’s limits.

· Heavy flooding in July 2006 precipitated a flood and coastal storm damage reduction study request.

· July 2006 – six counties, including Cuyahoga County, were declared eligible to receive disaster assistance.
Consequences  

· If a flood damage reduction study is not pursued, the city of Independence will continue to incur financial damages related to flood events. 

Project Capabilities  

· Feasibility phase is cost-shared 50% Federal and 50% non-Federal
· Design and Implementation is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal
