Construction General (Continuing Authorities Program)
Location  
· City of Oregon in Lucas County adjacent to City of Toledo, OH on the Western end of Lake Erie. 
Project Description 
· Stakeholders propose a multi-faceted ecosystem restoration project on a ~100 acre site that would allow for the creation of a diverse wetland/terrain mound area using large quantities of dredged materials.  

· Project would also include restoration of 12 acres of coastal wetlands in Maumee Bay.
· Preliminary conceptual design would involve the placement of approximately 100,000 to 200,000 cubic yards (CY) of dredged materials creating a coastal buffer wetland with emergent and bank vegetation.  
Importance  
· Healthy ecosystems need to be created to provide places where birds can nest and raise their young, spend their winters, and rest and rejuvenate during migration.
· Valuable coastal wetland buffer areas need to be re-established to help filter suspended sediments from storm water flowing into Lake Erie. 

· Current confined disposal facility space for new dredged material is limited.
· Ohio Environmental Protection Agency supports and evaluates progress of beneficial dredged materials usage in approving issuance of a Section 401 Water Quality Certification; without certification, the Corps can not dredge Toledo Harbor. 
Consequences  
· Continued safety risk to motorist from deep open ditch.
· Continued elevated flooding risk from debris building up at Tobias Ditch outfall.
· Habitat loss is threatening migratory birds’ ability to survive.
· Lake Erie Marshland acreages continue to decline.
· Oil spills into local ditches will continue to impair water quality until the ditches are relocated.
Project Capabilities  
· Feasibility phase is performed at 100% Federal expense.
· Design and Implementation (D&I) is cost-shared 65% Federal and 35% non-Federal.

· State of OH has expressed concerns about open lake placement of dredged materials from Toledo Harbor which may ultimately prevent dredging of Toledo Harbor unless beneficial use activities are expanded.
